Two copies of the property plat showing size, shape and location of improvements to the residence and adjoining properties, including specific dimensions of improvement(s) and distances to adjoining properties.

_____
Grading plan must be included, if applicable.

_____
Two copies of architectural plans/drawings or photographs of the proposed project.  Drawings must show elevations, dimension, height off of the ground, relationship to existing structures, railings, footings, color samples, if necessary, and manufacturer’s brochure, if available.

_____
Signatures of all adjacent or affected property owners indicating their awareness of your proposed plans must be included on page two of the application.
